Whilst there is a more accessible entrance to the stage through the wings, it is a narrow passageway (79cm wide) and there is a 10cm step. Staff will be on hand to assist any audience and their friends who require this access However this means this piece is not accessible to wheelchair users. Mobile audience members will enter the stage from the auditorium. There are 8 carpeted stairs from the auditorium door to the bottom of the stage, they are various heights between 11-18cm high. Then there are 5x20cm steps to reach the stage. Please note the 5 stairs to the stage do not have a hand rail at this time.
