Where are they?

Residency Venue : The Church Hall ,120 Millswyn Street, South Yarra, just around the corner from St Martins

As part of each residency St Martins will offer:

· Free space in which to rehearse and develop new work 

· Part-time access for 6 weeks (The venue is used by a regular hirer Mon-Thu 3-7pm & Fri 11am-5pm, however is accessible any time outside these hours.) 

· Full-time dedicated access for 2 weeks (see dates above)
· Limited on-site storage for the duration of the part-time access period
· Opportunities for your practice to be enriched by interaction with our young emerging artists

· A brainstorm session on future development or presentation options for the projects
· One technical staff member for a 4-hour call for a public outcome, if relevant (a public outcome is optional, audience capacity max. 40)

· Basic lighting and sound equipment ( 4x 500w fresnels on H-stands, quad pack controller, 1x microphone on stand, 2x speakers with amplifier,  1x CD player)
The Resident Artists will: 

· Offer artistic opportunities for St Martins’ young and emerging artists- you get to 
decide what you can offer, be creative!

· Participate in an Inclusive Theatre Practical workshop with Katrine Gabb, St Martins’ access officer (4 hours)

· Sign a venue hire agreement

· Provide a rehearsal schedule prior to the commencement of the residency

· Pay for any additional technical staffing costs associated with a public outcome, if relevant 
· Pay for and provide a Working With Children Check  for all participating artists (application form available at any post office)
